 In the Sept Newsletter I mentioned the professional 
development day spent with Mark Belletini, on UU 
History. The following is the reading list I promised:

All of the above, I 
got on Inter Library Loan from my local library and I 
think Brookfield may be purchasing Phil Gura's book. 
(For those of this community who worked at Old 
Sturbridge Village in the 70's---Yes, it's the Phil Gura 
who was a summer employee during those years)  
  I will add that surreptitiously the Sept issue of 
"Quest", The Church of the Larger Fellowship 
newsletter, has a short UU History by Rev Jane 
Rzepka, that was a good summation, and I am 
keeping a copy handy for myself and anyone who 
wants to borrow that, as well.  She quotes David 
McCullough: "History is a guide to navigation in 
perilous times.  History is who we are and why we are 
the way we are."  Reading these books and essays 
has helped me have a better understanding of who we 
are. 
  Certainly much of the music we do here at 
BUUC is a reflection of our history.  At the same time, 
there is much new music being written.  Now might be 
a good time to remind everyone that when the 
composer or the writer of the words in the hymnal is a 
UU, there is a little chalice symbol next to their name 
at the bottom of the page. (and more information may 
be found in the book, Between the Lines; Sources 
for Singing the Living Tradition)  In addition, when the 
composer of a choir piece is a UU, there is a little 
chalice symbol next to their name in the Order of 
Service.  If I have met them at a UU Musicians 
Network conference, and have a photo or other 
information, this will be posted on the little reed organ 
in the parlor (music info central), where you can check 
it out during coffee hour.  This was true for both of the 
pieces the choir sang on Homecoming Sunday, 
September 7; This House by David Schafer (member 
of the choir in New Haven, Connecticut) and Yonder 
Come Day arranged by Clif Hardin (Music Director in 
Bethesda, Maryland).
